On this new opus, Maxime Landry celebrates the years that have passed since the release of
his first album Vox Pop in December 2009, which made the top of the charts and sold more
than 200,000 copies. In fact, Maxime decided to give a nod to this album by interpreting a solo
version of Cache Cache on the piano, a touching song given to him by his great friend Lynda
Lemay.
